This week our Y6 pupils had a visit from the Fire Service to teach them all about fire 
safety during the autumn months. The talk gave particular focus to upcoming events 
such as Bonfire Night and Halloween.  
The fire-fighters talked to pupils about firework and bonfire safety, encouraging the 
children to  attend large organised displays or bonfires rather than host their own. 
They explained that 50% of firework injuries happen to young people under the age 
of 14, and discussed the various types of injuries and how they can be avoided by   
following basic firework safety rules and the advice of the manufacturers.
