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Music Knowledge Organiser
You’ve Got A FriendKey Vocabulary
Note – the pitch and duration of a sound.
Stave – a set of five horizontal lines and four spaces that each represent a different musical pitch.
Tempo – the speed/pace of a piece of music.
Dynamics – the volume of a sound or note (loud/soft)
Timbre – distinguishes types of sound production eg a choir, string instruments, woodwind instruments, percussion instruments, brass instruments
Texture – how the tempo, melodic and harmonic materials are combined in a piece of music.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Hook – often a short riff, passage or phrase that is used in popular music to make it more appealing for the listener
Solo vocal – a person who sings on their own
Backing vocals- people who support the solo singer (usually in the chorus)
